	3) 2010 JSNA Refresh progress
	

	LN gave a progress report on the 2010 refresh. The majority of chapters have now been received, and are undergoing a final editing and formatting exercise prior to be uploaded onto Nottingham Insight. Several chapters due in the next few days. 
There was a discussion about including needs assessments which have been done (for example neurological conditions and Excess Winter Deaths) by producing a 1 page summary which would link to the larger document. LN to progress. 
PC raised the issue of JSNA chapters not being aligned to CYPP, and issue of childrens avoidable injuries being aligned to the stay safe partnership. - Peter to check.
Agreement of the need to leave old chapters on the JSNA website where they haven’t been updated so there are no gaps.

Communication plan- LN to circulate the list of boards that the JSNA went to last year, draft an A4 summary, and the exec summary- and send to relevant directors.

LN updated the group on the City council strategic commissioning framework, which has associated training sessions. There will be a session on JSNA, as well as Nottingham Insight.

Decision by the group to re-phrase a couple of the headings in the 2010 chapter template. Recommendations for commissioning will now be ‘recommendations for consideration by commissioning’ and recommendations for needs assessment will now be ‘Further needs assessment required’. The purpose of this is to make it clearer to readers that the JSNA does not replace a commissioning strategy, and that the recommendations are not a list of commissioning intentions.

	5) National Dataset project 
	

	LN presented a summary of the project work that has taken place as part of the DH information Centre National JSNA dataset project. There were 3 aspects to this, participating in a series of workshops to share best practice which gained us national recognition of our strong shared intelligence arrangements, user friendly jsna etc, commissioning some qualitative research around domestic violence attitudes in health staff and survivors, and carrying out mosaic profiling analysis of risk factors associated with risk of experiencing DV or safeguarding according to the BCS and the Laming report. The maps produced largely correlated with deprivation. This analysis will be critically appraised at the PCT’s journal club on the 1st March and will go to the CDP board as well before final update of the JSNA DV chapter.

	A regional JSNA event to share best practice is being organised at which we have been asked to present, no further details are available yet.

	8) ChS update
	

	SM updated the group on the fact that there will be 1 ‘director of transition’ across commissioning for ChS and ASH once they are merged.
There is a plan to increase the number of children’s chapters in order to provide a broader evidence base to inform the CYPP in future, as the intelligence reviews carried out for this used the JSNA wherever possible but this was not always sufficient. This will help to embed the use of the JSNA across children’s services.

	

	9) ASH update
	

	AD updated the group on the Supporting people needs assessment work, which has been addressing the problem of there being no nationally available model to predict housing related support. There have been a series of challenge events to inform the development of the toolkit, and the final report is due soon. AD to provide the report/spreadsheet to Graham Gardner and also Louise Noon for publication on Nottingham Insight. 
The key messages so far are that there is an oversupply of accommodation based support particularly for older people, and there is an undersupply of non- accommodation based support.
